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RULES AND REGULATIONS


5th International Academic Conference

1. General rules

1.1. The 5th International Academic Conference „Current Management, Security, and Modern Engineering Issues”, further referred to as the "Conference", will be held on 24-26 February 2020 in Kościelisko-Zakopane (AMW Rewita Centre, 101 Nędzy-Kubińca Street,  34-511 Kościelisko)

2. Participation and cancellation rules

2.1. The Conference participants are academic and teaching staff, as well as practitioners interested in the issues of broadly understood management, law, and security.
2.2. Successful registration of participation in the Conference (active and passive) requires completing the registration form to be found on the Conference website by 7 February 2020 and sending it to the following email address: konferencja.naukowa@uth.edu.pl, as well as  paying the fee - in the amount and until the deadline specified in point 2.4.
2.3. The organisers are not liable for damages resulting from entering incorrect data by the Registrant in the registration form. The organisers will ensure to keep all Registrant's information (data) confidential, excluding the data intended for entry in the conference catalogue and in the post-conference publication.
2.4. The fee referred to in point 2.2. is PLN 780 (for accommodation in a single room) or 680 PLN (for accommodation in a double room). The fee should be paid to the account of Pekao SA 08 1240 6292 1111 0010 3988 3329, by 7 February 2020 at the latest. The title of the transfer should contain: "5th International Academic Conference - Current Management, Security and Modern Engineering Issues", name and surname of the person concerned, and the name of the represented institution. The fee covers the cost of accommodation, meals, participation in gala dinners and post-conference publications. The fee does not cover travel expenses.
2.5. After submitting the application and paying the fee, a return e-mail message confirming acceptance will be sent. If you do not receive the confirmation, please contact the Conference organisers (konferencja.naukowa@uth.edu.pl).
2.6. At the individual request of the Conference Participant, the Organisers will issue a VAT invoice for participation in the Conference.
2.7. The Conference participant may resign from participation. A statement of resignation should be made in writing. In the event of resignation from participation in the Conference made not later than 21 days before the scheduled conference date, the Participant shall be entitled to a refund of the entire amount paid.
However, if the resignation occurs at a later date, the Participant is entitled to a refund of fifty percent of the amount paid.
2.8. The organisers reserves the right to change the date of the conference or cancel it in the event of the number of registered persons is less than 20, as well as when there are other circumstances  beyond their control. 


3. Conference agenda and speaking rules

3.1. The conference takes place on 24-26 February 2020. It consists of the following plenary sessions:

A detailed program of the Conference will be sent to Participants by email at least one week before the Conference date.
3.3. Articles intended for post-conference publication should be sent by 31 March 2020 to the following address: konferencja.naukowa@uth.edu.pl.  They cannot exceed 40,000 characters (including spaces and footnotes).
3.4 Articles can also be sent by people who did not take part in the conference (active or passive). The condition for publication of such a paper is to respect the deadline referred to
in point 3.3. and payment of PLN 400, to the account number given in point 2.4., until 31 March, 2020.
35. The articles should be accompanied by abstracts in Polish and in English (each with a capacity of 800 to 1200 characters including spaces). The text should be sent in the electronic form.
3.6. The selection of papers to be presented at the conference and for publication will be made by the Scientific Committee referred to in point 1.3. The author will be notified about the acceptance of the paper by e-mail.
3.7. The organisers reserve the right to change speakers for reasons beyond their control. In this case, the Participant is not entitled to compensation from the organisers.
4. Final provisions

4.2. Pursuant to the Act of 29 August 1997 on the protection of personal data (i.e. Journal of Laws, 2018, item 1000, as amended) the Conference organisers do not pass on, sell nor lend the Participants' personal data to other persons or institutions.
